Who May Assist a Voter?

All Voting Sites are Handicap Accessible

• Voter’s employer

• Agent of the voter’s employer

• Officer or agent of the voter’s union

• Anyone by telephone

• Any elected official or candidate for office unless 

near relative

• Near relatives, including, spouse, parent, child, 

sibling, grandparent, grandchild, in-law, 

stepparent and stepchild

• Others, except for those listed below, may 

assist the voter ONLY IF the voter is blind, 

disabled, or illiterate

• Poll workers may assist any voter

Who May NOT Assist a Voter?

If you are unable to enter the voting place 

because of age or physical disability, you may 

vote from your vehicle. Alert a precinct official of 

your desire to vote in this manner.
